Grades

Progress reports will be sent to each parent when necessary. Grades will be calculated in the following manner for performance and practices: 

1) Performance: there are a few required performances for each ensemble throughout the year.  Please check the calendar for scheduled performances.

2) Playing Tests: students are required to perform selected etudes from the book and/or selected literature.  Students are 
                encouraged to make-up tests for a higher grade each nine weeks.  All make-up work is to be done before or after school.

3) Pass Offs: student pass offs will be played during class each Monday and make-up pass offs will be before and after 
         school on Wednesday.

4) Rehearsals: most rehearsals will take place during class time, however, there may be additional rehearsals before 
            and/or after school as needed.  Before and after school rehearsals will be kept to an absolute minimum and will be announced at least two weeks prior.


5) Daily Performance: students are required to bring their book, music, instrument, and a pencil everyday.  Students must                           also show up to class on time and participate in a positive manner.  Failure to bring one or more of the items listed or not participating in a positive manner will result in a lowering of their daily performance grade.

6) Written Work: written work will be assigned during class throughout the year.

School Equipment

Students are responsible for any school owned equipment that is issued to them.  Damage done to the equipment due to abuse or neglect will be the student’s financial responsibility to repair the equipment.  The band director will determine who repairs the equipment.  There will be occasions when students will be asked to share in the financial upkeep of an instrument that has been issued to them due to budget restrictions.  While costs are kept to a minimum, the following books are required for each student to purchase (estimated prices): 6th Grade: Band Expressions Book 1 $8.95 (Percussion Book 1 $29.95)   7th Grade: Band Expressions, Book II $8.95;  (Percussion Book II $29.95), 8th Grade: Essential Elements 2000 Book II, $7.99 (Percussion $14.99).  Books, reeds, valve oil, and other supplies can be purchased at the school. Prices will be posted in the band room. Please allow us a few days to pick up the items from the music store. A band polo shirt with khaki pants will be worn at most performances. In order to obtain a bulk price for the shirts all shirts will be ordered at the same time through the band..   

Practice

Practice, both individually and in an ensemble, is essential for a quality band program.  It is encouraged that each band student spend at least 100 minutes a week, which averages out to about 20 minutes a day, 5 days a week, on his/ her band music.  At any time, a student may ask for supplementary music to improve and challenge his/her playing skills. Individual lesson times are available before and after school.  Please schedule lessons with us.

Eligibility

Students must be eligible for all performances with the band. The eligibility rules are state wide and are mandated by the Oklahoma Secondary School Activities Association and the Glenpool School District.  The rules state that if a student has been turned in two weeks as failing, they are then ineligible to participate in any extra curricular activities until the grade becomes passing. There are deadlines each week for grades and students must abide by these deadlines.  Alternative assignments will be given to students who cannot perform due to eligibility.
