Dear Directors,

Glenpool Public Schools will be hosting the twenty-fifth annual Blue/Grey Marching Classic, October 1, 2011  This contest is designed to help you better prepare for the OSSAA Regional Marching Contest and to provide you and your students with suggestions to improve your performance.  

Categories will be for all A, 2A, 3A, 4A and 5A bands.  Trophies will be awarded for first, second, and third place in each category.  Categories with more than 10 bands will be sub-divided according to the school’s A.D.M. with first, second, and third place in each subdivision.  Best Drum Major, Best Auxiliary, and Class Sweepstakes (auxiliary and band scores combined) will be awarded.  There will be an awards ceremony at the conclusion of each class division.  A total high point of the day (auxiliary-100 points, drum major-60 points, and band-200 points) will be awarded at the last awards ceremony.  This should expedite matters and allow you the option of either staying for the remainder of the contest or returning home at an earlier time.


The scoring system will be based on a 200 point system: 60 points general effect; 70 points marching and maneuvering; 70 points music.  The auxiliary division, (flags, rifles, twirlers, etc.) and drum major will be a separate division from the contest.  Although your auxiliary can contribute to the general effect score, you will not be penalized if your group doesn’t have an auxiliary group.  Bands will be allowed 25 minutes in the warm-up area and 15 minutes in the performance areas with five minutes to move between each area.  There will be no required maneuvers, although we do ask that you follow the OSSAA marching rules regarding movement.

Because Glenpool Schools wants this to be a successful contest, we will furnish the following facilities: quality warm up areas,  a lined and full-sized quality field turf performance field,  taped critiques, large changing facilities, a parking lot for vehicles, and a concession stand.  

We realize that because of budget constraints, directors are having to be more selective in the contests they attend, however, we are confident that you and your band will not be disappointed in our contest if you decide to attend.
